The Sandwich Board Gallery
1. 	All “company” members and only company 

members are eligible: performers and technicians.
2. 	A person may enter two pieces for voting purposes. 

Only one entry per person may be selected for 
display on the sandwich boards.

3. 	All media are eligible: drawing, painting, mixed 
media, etc.

4. 	All pieces will be displayed “outside” in the wind, 
rain, sun, both day and night (on the backs of the 
Sandwich Boards).

5. 	The Managing Artistic Director will provide Fixative 
and Sealer (water-based polyurethane spray).

6. The Managing Artistic Director will provide squares 
or rectangles of plywood and latex paint to prepare 
the board for art and weatherize the board as well. 
Standard sizes of plywood will not exceed 20” X  20” 
in a square or 24” X 28” in a rectangle.

7. Limited amounts of latex paint and fabric scraps 
are available via Concordia Theatre Scene Shop and 
Costume Studio. Shop resources currently used 
in the production may be utilized after request 
approval by the Managing Artistic Director.

8.  On July 9, at the family picnic, all adults and kids 
ages 11–18 will be invited to cast one vote for their 
favorite piece. Votes will be tallied immediately.  All 
ties will be resolved by the artistic staff.

9. 	Eight art pieces will be selected to be displayed 
during the run of the show and final rehearsals, from 
July 10 to July 22.   

10. Eight prizes will be awarded: Gift certificates will 
be presented by the Managing Artistic Director.

11. Thematic identifications are encouraged but not 
required: Please consider the Gooseberry Park 
Players, Gooseberry Park, the GPP Logo, HOOD: 
the musical, the HOOD Company, the Campus, the 
Mainstage and Auditorium, “Theatre” topics (lights, 
costumes, scenery), actors, characters, etc.
